PLAYER ACKNOWLEDGMENT FORM

We/I, the registered team/player/member, have read, understand and agree to the “Spring 2012 Rules, Regulations and Release of Liability” as defined by the Board of Directors for the Silicon Valley Softball League (SVSL), an organization associated with the North American Gay Amateur Athletic Alliance (NAGAAA). We/I understand and agree that any violation of these rules may result in my removal from any SVSL or NAGAAA game, event, practice or facility. I further acknowledge that any violation of these rules, regulations or policies, through malice or carelessness may also result in suspension or termination from my team, SVSL, NAGAAA, for the season or longer, without refund of any fees or monies paid.

It is expressly agreed that all use of facilities, secured by and on behalf of NAGAAA, SVSL and its Board of Directors (Board), shall be undertaken by participants at their sole risk, and SVSL, including its officers or representatives, shall not be subject to any claim, demand, or for any loss, damage, injury, or death caused to any member, member’s family or guest, from any cause, does hereby expressly forever release and discharge SVSL, its officers, successors and assigns, for all such claims, demands, injuries, damages, rights or causes of accident. 

It is further agreed that as a participant in Silicon Valley Softball League, including its games, practices, clinics, tournaments, meetings and special events, We/I, the undersigned, knowingly and voluntarily assume any and all risks inherent to our participating and agree to abide to all regulations established by SVSL, NAGAAA, its Board, officers, agents and contracted officials, including but not limited to Umpires.

We/I further waive any right to claim against Silicon Valley Softball League, its officials, volunteers, agents or employees for loss of life, bodily injury, property damage and/or loss, or personal loss that may be sustained as a result of my participating in Silicon Valley Softball League, including its games, practices, clinics, tournaments, meetings and special events. 

Silicon Valley Softball League shall not be responsible for articles lost, stolen or damaged at any location utilized by SVSL or during SVSL events.

We/I acknowledge that We/I take responsibility for any and all financial obligations for myself, or my team if applicable, including but not limited to registration, PayPal fees, fees for Non-Sufficient Funds/Insufficient Funds/Returned Checks owed to SVSL and further acknowledge that SVSL may exercise its right to seek any damages for any financial liability, including but not limited to civil penalties or criminal charges. SVSL will cooperate full with all financial and law enforcement agencies to investigate any fraud or criminal activity resulting from misuse of personal identifying information (ID theft) or financial information (theft / fraud). I agree that any returned check or insufficient payment will result in my immediate suspension from the League until my financial obligations are resolved.

We/I acknowledge that all fees/payments to SVSL may be non-refundable and any and all decisions to refund fees shall be decided by the SVSL Board of Directors.

By paying the fees, joining as a non-playing member, and/or being listed on a team roster, I have read, acknowledged and agree to the above guidelines and those rules set by SVSL and NAGAAA.
